(These are: the prevention of crime and disorder; public safety; the
prevention of public nuisance; and the protection of children from harm.)

It cannot be used to:

• vary substantially the premises to which it relates;
• specify, in a premises licence, an individual as the designated premises supervisor;
• add the sale by retail or supply of alcohol as an activity authorised by a licence or certificate;
