+ The display of notices relating to the policy within the premises.

« These notices will indicate that any customer not appearing to have reached the age of 25 will be required to produce
appropriate identification proving that they have turned 18 before being sold alcohal.

- Appropriate ID will be a valid passport, photo driving licence, PASS accredited proof of age card or other reliable photo-ID
that is recommended and approved for acceptance by the police or other authorities.

- Staff shall be trained in aspects of responsible alcohol retailing and in particular the Protection of Children including the
Challenge 25 policy.
