This document supports strong partnership working across Harrow’s Early Years settings to ensure smooth transitions for every child.
Part A should be completed by the child’s current provider (Childminders, PVIs, or School-Based Nurseries).
Part B is then completed by the receiving school to build on the shared information.
We encourage providers and schools to communicate directly, visit each other where possible, and use this document alongside face‑to‑face transition sessions.
Transition is ongoing — not just a summer term activity. Considering each child’s unique timeline, including birthdays and holidays etc. This helps them understand what is happening now and next in their own world.
Change can be challenging, so let’s work together in Harrow to make each transition as positive and supportive as possible.
